 The defendant has filed a pro se “Motion for Modification of Sentence Pursuant to 

Retroactive Guideline Amendment 794.”  That amendment was effective November 1, 2015, 

and related to U.S. Sentencing Guideline Manual (“USSG”) § 3B1.2 (Mitigating Role).  The 

defendant was sentenced by this court on February 20, 2009.  This type of claim must be 

brought under 18 U.S.C. § 3582.  United States v. Hunley, Nos. 7:14CR00050, 

7:16CV81151, 2016 WL 4523417, at *1 (W.D. Va. Aug. 26, 2016). 

Amendment 794 has not been designated in USSG § 1B1.10(d) by the Sentencing 

Commission to apply retroactively pursuant to 18 U.S.C. § 3582(c)(2).  Accordingly, the 

defendant is not entitled to a modification of her sentence. The motion (ECF No. 3398) is 

thus DENIED.
