Pursuant to Rule 12(c) of the Federal Rules of Criminal Procedure, it is ORDERED that all pretrial motions must be filed at least 14 days prior to the  pretrial conference. It is further ORDERED that all dispositive motions must be accompanied by a supporting brief which sets forth the factual basis and the legal arguments to support the motion, unless this information is contained in the motion itself. For example, any motion to suppress must set forth the factual basis under which it is alleged that the evidence was illegally obtained or seized. Any pretrial motions not previously ruled upon by the court will be heard at the pretrial conference.

It is further ORDERED that all proposed nonstandard jury instructions shall be submitted to the court at least 10 days prior to the pretrial conference.
